SO THAT WE CAN BE RECONCILED TO GOD! 

RECONCILED: GREEK: 2644. Katallassó: primarily means to 
reconcile or to restore a relationship to a state of harmony, to 
restore to a position of favor, involves a change from enmity 
to friendship, emphasizing the removal of the barrier of sin 
and the establishment of peace. 

 



TRUTH: RECONCILIATION IS CHANGING THE POSITION 
FROM AN ENEMY TO A PERSON WHO RECEIVES FAVOR,  

Isaiah 59:2  

THE BIBLICAL DEFINITION OF SIN: 

HEBREW: KHATA OR 2398. CHATA חָטָא: Literal Definition: to 

miss, go wrong, sin 

GREEK: 266. HAMARTIA  ἁμαρτία, ας, ἡ: missing the mark; 

hence: (a) guilt, sin, (b) a fault, failure (in an ethical sense), sinful 

deed. forfeiture because missing the mark.

THE AUTHOR OF HEBREWS PROVIDES ENCOURAGEMENT 
AS HE EXPLAINS THE CHRISTIAN LIFE: 

HEBREWS 11:39-40 HEBRWS 12:1-2  

TRUTH: THE CHRISTIAN LIFE IS LIKE RUNNING A RACE. IT 
STARTS WITH SALVATION, ACCEPTING, BELIEVING, AND 
REPENTING, BUT THEN IT REQUIRES LIVING A LIFE 
RUNNING TOWARDS THE PRIZE, THAT IS THE 
FULFILLMENT OF THE VICTORY! 

TRUTH: THE PERFECT EXAMPLE WE HAVE IS THE ONE 
WHO RAN AHEAD OF US, AND WON THE RACE FOR US… 
JESUS! WHO RAN FOR THE PRISE THAT WAS BEFORE HIM!  

WHAT WAS JESUS’ PRIZE???? YOU!
